Students 
will display a passion for learning, outstanding work ethic and a preparedness to participate fully in the 
life of Victoria University Secondary College. 

Value — $450 per annum / $900 over two years. 

Leadership & Community Contribution Scholarships 

These scholarships are available to students who have demonstrated leadership skills in primary school 
as well as citizenship and a commitment to the broader community. Students will be encouraging and 
supportive of their peers, and display a strong academic performance, outstanding work ethic and 
positive behaviours, together with a preparedness to participate fully in the life of Victoria University 
Secondary College.  

Value - $450 per annum / $900 over two years. 

Music Excellence Scholarships 

These scholarships are available to students who have displayed outstanding aptitude, experience and 
commitment in Instrumental Music. The scholarship may be used to cover instrumental music and/or 
concert band fees, as well as uniform, devices and textbooks. Students will demonstrate an outstanding 
work ethic and positive behaviours, and a preparedness to participate fully in the life of Victoria University 
Secondary College.  

Value - $450 per annum / $900 over two years. 

Sporting Excellence Scholarships 

These scholarships are available to keen sports persons who have demonstrated outstanding sporting 
skills, positive behaviours and a commitment to doing their best not only on the sporting field, but also in 
their academic development. Personal qualities of sportsmanship and teamwork are important, together 
with a preparedness to participate fully in the life of Victoria University Secondary College.  

Value - $450 per annum / $900 over two years.
